Bilal Muslim Mission of Tanzania and Kenya are both subsidiary bedies of the Federation
and both organisations play an important role in the spread and teaching of the religion. Publications
so far made by the Tanzania Mission have received wide publicity and have been appreciated
from all corners of the world. The Federation is grateful to the Chief Missionery of the Bilal
Muslim Mission of Tanzania Al-Haj Maulana Syed Saeed Akhtar Rizvi for all this success. Whilst
the Tanzania Mission is busy throughout the year for the publication purposes, their counterpart
from Kenya Haji Mohsin Ali Mohamed Jaffer plays an important role in the field work in part-
icular in meeting the people and conveying and discussing the message of Islam. Reports from
both Sections are appended for the information of the community. :

The Tanzania Mission

1. TOURS:

(a) During the year 1972 the Chief Missionery of Bilal Muslim Mission of Tanzania
visited Lindi, Mtama, Kitangari, Newala, Lulindi, Masasi, Nachingwea, Mingoyo and Songea.
All these towns are mostly in the Southern Region of Tanzania. He also visited Mombasa
on two occasions.

(b) The Chief Missionery whilst on his long earned leave visited India, Irag and Lebanon.

During his extensive tours of these countries, Maulana Saheb visited various centres of

learning and had the opportunity to meet and discuss with various personalities connected

with the spread of the holy religion. His visit to Iran resulted in obtaining four scholarships

éor further studies. He made a series of lectures at various centres in India and the Middle
ast.

This exhibition was arranged throughout the world and the Tanzania
exhibition was centered at Dar es Salaam at the Central Library. All the books published by
the Mission displayed at the exhibition were subsequently donated to the Dar es Salaam
Central Library. ‘

CORRESPONDENCE COURSES:

(a) The English Course originally designed for those students abroad has continued to prove
popular for our children in Europe, India, Pakistan, Zaire and other African countries.

(b) The Mission has now embarked upon preparing “Masomo Ya Ki.Islam® Correspondance
Course in Swahili and so far four booklets have been prepared and printed.

THE TEMEKE CENTRE:

(a) The Centre is now being expanded to cope with the future demand. Additional rooms
have been added to the original building for office accommodation, printing facilities, ma-
dressa and the boarding house facilities.’

(b) During Ramadhan, the Mission arranged for regular Quran Khwani, Masail, Iftar and
Mawaidha. Whilst during Muharram, as usual majlises were held during the 12 nights.

SONGEA BRANCH: A new Masjid, Boarding House and a Madressa was opened at Jumbe '
Iddi on the outskirts of Songea. A resident teacher, Maalim Sheikh Abdulla Seif, a Najaf train-
ed teacher, teaches in the Madressa and at the Songea Secondary School regularly.

OVERSEAS SCHOLARSHIPS: Two boarders from Temeke have been selected to be sent to
Qum (Iran) for further training in Shia’ Theology.
“A Group of Muslim Brothers”, Tehran have offered four scholarships for training as Mis-

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sionaries. The Mission has selected Mr. Dhikiri Omari Mohamed Kondo, who is a trained
teacher of Mlalo, (Lushoto), Tanzania for this training initially.

Four students who were sent to Iran and Lebanon in 1968 are to be recalled to work in Songea,
Dar es Salaam and Mombasa.

BILAL MUSLIM MISSION OF KENYA

(1) A permanent Secretariat for the Mission was opened in the middle of 1972 on the main

Mombasa Road. A bookshop catering the taste of Shia religion has been started with a stock
of over 125 titles. The Mission is now in 2 position to arrange parcels of these books through-
out East Africa. A list of books is available from the Mission.

(2) The Mission as usual participated in the Mombasa Agriculture Show. The stall attracted a
huge crowd and a number of publications were sold.

(3) Mombasa Mackinnon Road Project: The Mission was able to convert over 1000 people into

Shia Faith. A madressa under the care of Maalim Sheikh Amiri Mgeni seconded from Temeke
has been started to impart religious training for the new converts. The Mission is soon to
provide the villagers with tape-water at a cost of over Shs. 7,000/- to ease the current hardship
of having to fetch water far-off. This facility has been appreciated by the villagers. The
Mission is soon to embark upon another ambitious project. A plan has been drawn up for
the building of a Mosque, Madressa and an aalim’s quarters but todate the plans have not as
yet been finalised. The construction work will commence as soon as the plans are approved.

I refer to the accounts audited for the year ended 31st December, 1972 and have to make the
following observations:- ; i

1. As no inventory was taken at' the time when the property on Plot No. 59 was purchased
with furniture in two flats, 1 have not been able to verify the items disposed off by auction,

2.  Excepting properties on Plot No. 21 at Arusha and on Plot No. 33 at Tanga the rent of
the property in Tanzania appearing in the Balance Sheet have been acquired for which rent
for the 26 days of April, 1971 for Plot No. 1268/17 and Shs. 8,000/- share in Gerezani Godown
property is still outstanding.

3. Madagascar Tulear Account is still to be reconciled which account along with Madagascar
Control Account are intended to be wound up next year. :

4.  Despite of surety given for Shs. 2,700/ in overdrawn trust since 1965 no payment has been
recovered to-date.

5. No receipt has been obtained for Shs. 10,000/- medical loan given nor an agreement for
the repayment of such loan has been executed.

6. Shs. 1,000/- appearing under sundry debtors have been paid without obtaining a receipt
and for which repayment is alleged to have been made.

7. Receipt for Shs. 4,305/- have been obtained against Shs. 5,000/- paid to Khoja Shia Ithna-
Asheri, Zanzibar Jamat from Ramzan Relief Fund.

8. Debit balance of Jamats’ accounts have once again started soaring up due to non-furnishing
of statements regularly and includes Shs. 50,750/- outstanding against Kampala Jamat.

9. Shs. 1,600/- rent outstanding for Unity House includes Shs. 1,000/- from the ex-tenant who
has also not paid rent for the part of the month occupied nor one months’ notice appears to
have been given for the same.

10. Outstanding rent for Haji Kassamali Alarakhia building amounts to Shs. 12,295/. of
which one tenant is in arrears for past two years since 1Ist January, 1971.

11. Qutstanding rents includes Shs. ‘4,755 /- rent outstanding for building on Plot No. 291,
Mombasa sold in 1971 for which I understand part recovery has been made through legal action
but the money has not been received from the District Treasury.

12. Rent from 1st January, 1972 to 3lst March, 1972 has been acknowledged from a tenant
of Plot No: 33, Soroti without ascertaining that such tenant has not paid for the whole year
of 1971 and thereafter paid no further or 1971 arrears have been paid.

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13. No rent has been received for Plot No: 76 Kampala since October, 1972.

14. On pursuing the subsidiary ledgers for Relief Loans, Education loans and Business Loans,
1 find that quite a substantial amount is outstanding and I firmly believe that the Federation
must not grant a second loan to any defaulter besides, gurrantor should not be accepted for
any subsequent loans, until such time the loan in question has been repaid for which pressure
should be exercised on the gurrantors.

EXPLANATION FOR THE POINTS ARISING OUT OF THE AUDITOR’S REPORT

1. The inquiry refers to the Mombasa Unity House purchased in February 1971 for
Shs. 327,000/ with one flat then fully furnished. It is agreed that no inventory was taken out at
the time of the purchase but the proceeds of Shs. 1,634/- realised from the auction sale truly reflects
the entire furniture contained in the flat. The second flat was furnished then for the Ministry of
Works at a cost of Shs. 2,965 /- which was subsequently sold to a new tenant at the same price.

2. The Federation position is to re-acquire the property and for which necessary petition has
been lodged with the appropriate Tanzania .G(wemment authority who are administering the
decree. The question of obtaining a proportionate refund of 26 days rent does not seem therefore
logic.

The Gerezani Godown is jointly owned between the Federation and the Dar es Salaam Jamat.
The Bgard of Trustees of Dar es Salaam Jamat informs us that appropriate legal suit has been
instituted to recover the arrears. :

3. Comments most welcomed.

4. The Secretariat has no further comments except to guide the community that all endeavours
are being made to recover this debt. -

5. It is true that the beneficiary did not sign a receipt nor an agreement for a loan of
Shs. 10,000/- intended then to treat a patient in London for cancer. The Secretariat has requested
an advocate to deal with the situation suitably and to proceed further in the event of non-co-
operaion.

6. This inquiry refers to a loan of Shs. 1,000/- granted to a Molwvi. Tﬁe Molvi in gquestion
has accepted this liability and he has assured the Secretariat that this loan will be repaid in due
course. .

7. The Secretariat has written to Zanzibar Jamat to dispose off the residual sum and produce

.

the necessary supporting vouchers.

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8. The situation is not at all alarming. A fat sum was deliberatly left with Dar es Salaam Jamat
as at 31st December, 1972 intended to meet overseas medical bills and air tickets for heart patients.
Whilst the remaining four to five Jamats had their grants deducted during the ensuing year and
other Jamats have been reminded to square up their accounts.

As for Kampala Jamat, this sum refers to the loan granted to them to meet the exodus,

9. A flat in the Mombasa Unity House was leased at a monthly rent of Shs. 1,000/ to the
Ministry of Works and prior to this lease, the flat was vacant since the Ministry desired a flat to
be fully furnished. The sum of Shs. 1,000/~ will be forthcoming from the Ministry towards a
months’ rent. ]

- 10. The position is true in relation to the inquiry. The Secretariat has requested Arusha Jamat
to look into this problem urgently since the building is in Arusha. An Advocate has been engaged
to deal with the situation.

11. A detailed explanation was given to the similar inquiry in the last year’s query. See
“Federation Samachar” Page 41 under item No. 2 of the September, 1972 issue. It is true that
certain amounts have been recovered but to-date the District Treasury has not paid any sum
to our advocate dealing with the recovery of the arrears of rent.

12. The Secretariat has drawn the attention of our Soroti Jamat prior to the audit query. The
position at this stage is not known since the Secretariat has lost contact with Soroti Jamat due
to exodus.

13. The position is true. The fate of the building is also not known. The Secretariat has for the
time being appointed Mr. Abdulgani Mohideen to look. after this property.

14. The position as explained by the auditor is fully within our knowledge. Repeated circulars
have been issued and reminders sent to the debtors and the gurrantors. Constituent Jamats are
partly to blame since they take little or no interest in the recovery of these loans. The Secret-
ariat will in due course act on its own by appointing an advocate to deal with the recoveries. It

is realised that this will be a bitter pill for some but the community has to protect its right.

Donations to the Bilal Muslim Mission most welcomed
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and it was very difficult for our brothers to find out the residence of each other. To overcome this
difficulty and to ascertain the correct number of East African families residing in Karachi the first
edition of Members Directory was compiled and distributed free of charge to all East African
families. Since publishing the first edition, many families have changed their residences and many.
more families have come from East Africa and settled in Karachi. Our Society is therefore compiling
the second edition of directory which will be distributed to all members in due course.

UGANDA EMIGRANTS: Owing to the expulsion order in Uganda, many of our families
acrived in Pakistan, Some of them had friends and relatives in Karachi whereas many more had
no one in Pakistan: Our Society stepped in at this crucial period to help our brothers coming from
Uganda. Teams of volunteers were organised and all passengers atriving at Karachi airport were
met at the Airport, assisted through Customs and escorted either to their friends or relatives or
to our Musafirkhana. A close liasion was maintained with our Kampala Jamat and our Council
at this critical period so that no family was stranded helpless. All possible steps which the meagre
means of our Society allowed were taken to ease the hardships of our Uganda brothers, During
this difficult period almost all our brothers from East Africa settled in Karachi and many of
our local friends and members of our local Jamat rendered a very splendid support to our Society
in this noble cause. The Society is indeed very grateful to all of them. The ‘Society is also thankful
to Dr. G. N. Lakhani and Dr. Mohsinali Khakoo who offered free treatment to all Uganda
imigrants. We are also grateful to Messrs, Optopharama who offered free medicine to all Uganda
families who were in the care of Society. We are grateful to the management of the Nurbagh
Rest House for having reserved six rooms at the Musaferkhana for the Uganda emigrants, During
this hour of need our members came forward with handsome donations which amounted to
approx Rs. 50,000/~ to help the needy families from Uganda. The following assistance was rend
ered from this fund to the needy families:-

By the Grace of Allah and the efforts of our members and wellwishers, some of the families have
been resettled in Pakistan, The Society still endeavouring to find suitable work for remaining
and inshallah these too will be resettled soon. The Society has in its care two old ladies and two
girls who will ultimately join their families abroad.,

BULLETINS: The Society distributed News Bulletins to all East African families at regular inter-
vals, These News Bulletins contain various activities of the Society and other topics for the
information and guidance of the members,

-MINUTE 1. The deliberations commenced at night on 20th April 1973 with a welcome speech by the President of the
Dar es Salaam Jamat Mr. M. G. Dhirani followed by the Address from the Chairman of the Federation Haji Mohamed-
alibhai Meghji. The proceedings of the meeting on the following day began with the recitation of the Holy Quran by
Haji Murtaza A. Bandali. :

MINUTE 2. After the Chairman’s Address, Councillors,_ Tose to express their appreciation of the services rendered by
the Secretariat. They also made several useful suggestions for further improvements. A brief summary of some of the
speeches is given herebelow ;- .

Councillor M. G. Dhirani referring to a point in the Address by the Chairman on the subject of decentralization of the
Federation stated that the Dar es Salaam Jamat disagreed with this suggestion. With regard to tabligh he stated that the
Dar es Salaam Jamat did not have any complains against Molvies but the Molvies being posted to constitutent Jamats do
noi conform with the local conditions,

M:. Sachoo G. Abdulrasul stated that the opinion that unity created opposition was a very sad one. He said he did not
agree with the Chairman’s opinion that young members of the community are drifting away from religion. He stated
thai youngsters of the community although eager to acquire religious knowledge, publications in comformity with the
present .day changes was not forthcoming. We need priests able to attract youngsters towards religion.

Mi. M. B. Versi praised the activities of the Bilal Mission and opposed the idea of decentralising the Federation.

necessary in our daily life.

M. Hassanali R, Jaffer stated that meeting such as this if held in Tanzania then it was possible that every Tanzania
Jamat would be participating,

Mr. Ahmed A. M. Lakha stated that in order to face the changing circumstances, we need guidance from the Federation,
and at the same time everyone in the community must decide on his own, the course of action.

All the religious services of Bilal Mission is free.
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Mt Hussein A. Rahim reminded that this community has got to remain united and that division will never help.

Mr. Ali M. Jaffer stated that it appears that we fear facing changing times since we do not live as true Muslims.
Religion is treated as a tradition and therefore the fear in every step we take as to what future has for us.

Mr. A. A. Karim praised Chairman's Address for its views on conmimunity’s social set-up and conditions. It is not
all true that we lack communal and religious publications. Change in attitude and attraction towards religion is what
is required of youngsters. Without personal efforts there will be no progress.

MINUTE 3. The Minutes of the meeting of the Supreme Council held on 31st March, 1972 were corrected and duly
adopted — proposed by Mr. M. J. H. Khaki and seconded by Mr. A. H. Pirmohamed. Mr. M. M. D. Kermali had
proposed that steps be taken to have a book on married life published which could be in the form of guideline
to the marrying couples. It was agreed to entrust this responsibility to the Bilal Mission.

Mr~ A. A. Karim had proposed that Minutes of the meeting should be released within a month.

MINUTE 4. Mr. M. R, Somji inquired about the progress made for the translation of Holy Quran which drags
on for the last three years, and suggested that if this was not possible then this resolution should be cancelled. A
discussion ensued on this subject and it was decided that this work be entrusted to Mr. Hussein A. Rahim to complete
the work with the assistance of Bilal Muslim Mission. Mr. Ahmed H. Sheriff was appointed as convenor for this task.

MINUTE 5. Mr. S. G. Abdulrasul drew the attention for the delay in the publication of “Federation Samachar’ and
suggested that publication in the English language could be easier if Gujarati language was found difficult. An Editorial

Board consisting of two members was unanimously arpointed to assist and co-operate in the work of publication,
Mr. A. A, Karim, Mr. M. T. A. Nurmohamed were unanimously appointed to form the Editorial Board.

MINUTE 6. In responding to the inquiry on the activities of the Religious Board Mr. Ali H. Sheriff stated that the Religious
Board has not been able to make any progress due to lack of co-operation on the part of Jamats. Mr. M. G. Dhirani
- suggested that a seminar of Molvies should be held to consider tabligh and related matters.

Mr. A. A. Karim supporting Mr. Dhirani suggested that members of the Religious Board should take part in the seminar
which should be held in Arusha. Mr. Ali H. Sheriff with the support of Mr. M. R. Somiji stated that in the past meetings of
this type were never successful but under present atmosphere there was a possibility of success if the seminar was held.
Tt was resolved that a seminar of Religious Board and Molvies should be held within a period of three months and
attended by members of Religious Board under the Chairmanship of Haji Ali M. Jaffer. Dar es Salaam. offered
to host the seminar.

MINUTE 7. On the subject of Marriage Contract Mr. Hassan A. M. Jaffer explained that the draft of the contract has
been furnished to our Mujtahed and that the response is still being awaited. He assured that everything that was
possible would be undertaken to expedite the ruling on this subject.

MINUTE 8. On the reporis on the Higher Education Board and on the working of the Board Mr. Abbas Alloo stated
that meeting of the Boards are being held for short durations only and as such it confines to the consideration of
applications only. Mr. Alloo suggested that in future meetings of the Board should not be held simultaneously with
those of the Council and that Boards meetings should be held as and when necessary and for its working, a paper will be
submitted by him for consideration. The report on Higher Education Board was unanimously adopted.

MINUTE 9. The tabligh report duly circulated was tabled and after discussion it was unanimousiy adopted. Mr. Dhirani
suggested that all the Jamats must undertake great efforts to impart religious education to as many children as possible.

MINUTE 10. Speaking on the report of the Bilal Muslim Mission Mr. Hassan A. M. Jaffer state that the Mission
must have a defined policy for its publications. He thought the aim should be to present facts on religion and nothing
else. Mr. Jaffer was supported by the Chief Missionary and Mz, Satchu G. Abdulrasul. Mr. Hussein Chagani suggested
that Jamats should assist the Mission for the sale of all its publications, which would ultimately reach the youngsters of
the community. i ' ,

MINUTE 11. A detailed report on our community in Uganda was presented by the Chairman and duly noted.

MINUTE 12. Mr. Hassan A. M. Jaffer informed the Councillors that the ‘“Panjetani Welfare Society” established by
our FEast African brethren in Karachi, rendered useful assistance to our Ugandan brethren. He stated that a report from
this society will be distributed to all/the Jamats soon.

Owing to the absence of the Chairman due to indisposition at this juncture Councillors unanimously appointed Haji
Mohamed G. Dhirani as acting Chairman. ]

MINUTE 13. Tt was unanimously resolved to recommend to the next Conference to amend the Federation's Constitution
by replacing the word “Chairman” instead of the word “President” wherever it occurs.

Mr. Hussein A. Rahim stated that the Constitution of the Federation be amended to include the fact that it is a Religious
Orga_nisatxpn._l—!q said that articles 16 and 4 should be amended accordingly to read as: “The Federation shall be a
religious institution devouted mainly to the protection and (b) uplifement of the Shia Tthna-Asheri Faith and those

Bilal Muslim Mission is here to serve religion
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MINUTE 14. The Chairman of the Federation Haji Mohamedalibhai Meghiji took his seat in the meeting as the Chzir-
man. It was decided that the Secretariat should consult the Councillors of the Executive Council in conjunction with
other Councillors for its deliberations. .

MINUTE 15. Mr. Hussein Chagani on behalf of Moshi Jamat tabled the undermentioned resolutions:

(a) Moshi Jamat resolves to recommend to the Council that in view of the high cost of living appropriate increase in the
Molvies hadiya be approved. -

(b) The Contract of service between the Molvies and the constituent Jamats should remain for a period of the one year
with an option of a renewal of another year, ;

Mr. Hussein stated that the Moshi Jamat thought that the current salary scale was implemented some seven years ago and
since then cost of living has shot up so high that changes in salary structure was now overdue. Molvies with families
require special consideration. After a long diseussion which ensued on these resolutions it was agreed to forward the
same to the Religious Board for consideration and recommendation to the Secretariat for implementation.

MINUTE 16. Audited Accounts of the Federation for 1972 were tabled — out of which the note was taken of under-
mentioned item — and were unanimously adopted, !

(b) The Annual Balance Sheet must exhibit comperative: figures for the past years.

MINUTE 17. The proposed draft budget for 1973 was tabled. Mr. M. G. Dhirani disagreed with the idea of debiting
10% charges to the Poor & Relief Fund for raising additional income for Secretariat administrative .expenses and
suggested that the Secretariat should look elsewhere for this provision. He suggested that the Federation’s subscription of
3/- per head should be increased to Shs. 5/- per head per annum. Mr, A, H. Pirmohamed stated that it will be diticuit
for big Jamats to undertake collection of the suggested increase.

Mr. Satchu G. Abdulrasul was of the opinion that subscription should be Shs, 10/- per head. Mr, F, A. Hamir suggested
that a charge of 1% should be levied on all the services granted by the Federation. Mr, Anver Rehemtulla was of the
opinion that the subscription is being increased only to avoid the suggested charge on the Poor Fund and percentage was
therefore out of question. ’ i

After considerable discussion it was' unanimously decided to (a) Annual subscription on Jamats be increased from Shs. 3/-
to Shs. 5/- per head per annum with effect from January 1973. (b) The sum voted for in the budget for the Higher Education
Scholarship be increased with the addition of extra Shs. 35,000/- being provision for new scholarships.

MINUTE 18, Mr. A. A. Karim proposed that:- 4

This meeting of the Supreme Council agrees with the sentiments expressed by the Chairman of the Federation in his
Address which are greatly thought provoking, especially on the subject of tabligh on page 4 for the facts and seriousness
of the situation, and draws the attention of the entire community to read the contents for its benefit. This meeting
expresses its grateful thanks to the Chairman for this important appeal and timely warning.

(b) Mr. M. R. Somji proposed the undermentioned resolution, as amended by Mr. Hussein A. Rahim which was
carried unanimously : - ; :

This community places on record its profound grief towards those of our Uganda brethren who were imposed with
a Hijarat. The Federation share their grief with all those concerned and offer the Federation’s prayers and all possible
assistance, :

MINUTE 19. The Chairman’s proposal for the appointment of a sub-committee to merge the two constituent Zanzibar
Jamats was warmly recieved. The sub-committee constisting of the Chairman Haji Mohamedalibhai Meghji; Mr. M. G.
Dhirani and Haji Hussein Nasser Walji was appointed to undertake this task. : :

The Chairman advised all those concerned that Dar es Saam Jamat has at present approximately 6000 lives and it is
important that they all solve their differences amicably and live in unity.

MINUTE 20. The Chairman offered the Federation’s grateful thanks to Dar ‘es Salaam Jamat and Volunteers of
the Husseini Society for all the arrangements made under the able guidance of Haji Rajabali A, Alibhai, the Chairman
of Dar es alaam Jamat Reception . Committee, The Chairrngm announced a donation of Shs. 500/- to the Husseini
Society and requested that this donation be untilised for tabligh purposes. The Chairman was joined in his appreciation
of Dar es Salaam Jamat for its services and warm welcome by Mr. M. M. D. Kermalli, Mr. Ahmed H. Sheriff, Haji
Ahmed A. M. Lakha, Mr. H. A, Rahim, Mr. Hassanali Jaffer, Mr. Hussein Chagani and Mr. A. H. Pirmohamed.

With the deliberations of .the Council being over, the meeting of the Higher Education Board was held on Monday
23rd April, 1973 and after a discussion of five hours 23 applications were approved at an estimate of  Shs. 51,000/-.

The' Council deliberated for approximately 18 hours and concluded its meeting at Midnight on Sunday 22nd April, 1973,

3. On behalf of Dar es Salaam Jamat, Haji Mohamed Dhirani welcomed all those participating
and wished success in the deliberations, :

4. Chairman of the Religious Board in reading out his speech in Urdu briefly touched the points
of all the three Agenda i.e. (i) Religious Education in Madaris (ii) Majlis and (iii) Molvis
Hadiya. On Madaris he emphasized the importance of religious education to our boys and girls
especially in present times when religion is attacked from within and without and stressed very

HEAL THE SICK PEOPLE BY GIVING SADAKA — HADITH
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strongly to impart a good and convincing religious knowledge so as to make the foundation
of religion strong in our young generation which will be our Community leadets of tomorrow
and assured the Maulanas to state frankly and without fear the difficulties they ‘are facing in
doing so. '

‘As to the second Agenda on the Majalis he said that, Majalis is the only platform used to teach
the Community young and old, male and female that true religion and thereby make them keen
‘to pay more attention for the religious education to their children. This he said cannot be
done unless Molvis come nearer to our public and understand them better as to their culture,
habits etc., In order to make the Molvis understand our Community better he related the short
History of the Community and how the Ulamas from Irag or past Mullas, Waeezeen of Madrasatul
Waeezeen imparted religious knowledge. He very much appreciated the sincerity of Waeezeen
who had a purpose to come in this Country and who imparted knowledge without any wish or
desire of monetary gain and they had achieved their aim fo a very great extent here in East
Africa as well as in Madagascar. :

As to the third Agenda, he thought that the question of Hadiya be left to Molvis themselves
to write to the Secretariat or leave it to Secretariat to consider by themselves,

5. In the course of the deliberation on the first item of the Agenda that followed the following
were noted ;—

(a) It was pointed out that fresh admission in Madressas during the course frustrate the progress
of the group studies and Molvies have to pay separate attention to New Comers.

(b) Nowdays parents show more concern for the progress of worldly. education of their chiidren.
This effects the child’s attitude towards religious education.

(c) It was agreed that approach and method of teaching children should be such as to develop
interest in a child for such education. :

(d) Communication between the Molvies and both Secretariat and Bilal Mission may be such as
to ensure prompt attendance to the need of Molvis in the Religious matters e.g. Books, Notices
of Examinations etc.,

(e) Despite set syllabus prescribed by Bilal Mission and approved by the Council for Madressa;
Some Molvies tend to ignore it and try to adopt their own way of teaching because of the
shortage of the required books,

(f) Since Swahili and Gujarati are the two widedly used languages in the Community, Molvies
should endeavour to learn as many words as possible of these languages as it would make
them conveniently understood. It was suggested that a small dictionary be printed giving
equivalent words in Swahili, English, Gujarati from the URDU words. Council should
further arrange to acquaint new molvies of the local conditions and requirements of the
Country to help them acquaint themselves easily and quickly, and the Council should give
them all possible facilities to learn the local languages.

(g) There are children who are unable to attend Madressa but attend prayers in the evenings.
Short religious lessons should be imparted to benefit such children. Likewise those grownups
who can neither attend Madressa or evening prayers classes, should be reached at their
classes when they are given fourty minutes period twice a week for their religious study.

(h) It was suggested to form a Sub-Committee of at least two people in each Jamat to help
Molvis in their efforts to ensure maximum attendance of children in Madressa, work as liasion
between Molvis, Bilal Mission and Secretariat and the like, and submit their report direct
to Religious Board on the activities.

Donations to the Bilal Muslim Mission most welcomed
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(i) Each Jamat may create a platform whereby both Molvis and members of the Jamat may

regularly and freely exchange views on religious matters in order to brief about improve-
ment without unnecessary delay. ; !

(j) In some Jamat traditions are given preference to shariat. Molvies direction whereever
possible to heeded.

(k) Council while recruiting Molvies should ensure that they have had some experience as
muballigh and are not fresh from religious institutions.

(1) Howver well read a Molvi may be, he may fail to give a satisfactory reply to a given question
immediately. Therefore, it would be advisable to allow them time to give an intelligent reply.
For the benefit of all the members, a meeting twice a month may be arranged with a Molvi
whom he could reply to all given questions.

(m) In order to obtain maximum results, any given class may be divided age wise to facilitate
effective imparting of religious education. The Seminar was adjourned for Zohrain prayers
and lunch and resumed at 3.40 p.m, : 2

(n) Regular Seminars should be arranged between Molvis and parents to acquaint themselves
of their difficulties and suggest suitable ways out. ‘

(o) In order to develop interest among children, Bilal Mission may provide religious stories.

(p) Women should have their due share of religious knowledge. Regular classes should be arran-
ged in all Jamats to answer their questions, It was pointed out that such classes were being
arranged in Moshi and Kampala and used to have good attendance.

(q) It was to be appreciated that some Molvies are Zakirs and some are good for Madressa. It
was felt that often one was taken for the other. A good Zakir may not necessarily be a good
teacher for Madressa and vice versa.

(r) Molvi Sahebs should send monthly report direct to Religious Board regarding Madressas as
to the attendance of children and also subjects of Majlises read and their suggestion if any.

: Second item on the Agenda regarding improvement in Maijlises was then tackled and the follow-
ing points were noted:— :

(a) It was noted thati— Maijlises were not to be taken as an instrument for converting people.
It is to be regarded as useful Media to enlighten those already converted. Accordingly the
subjects chosen should be such as to create and maintain interest among the listeners.

For the ready reference of Molvis, Council should contribute to each Jamat at least the following

six books.

1. Jafesere Saafi 4. Muntahal Aamal
2. Kifayatul Muwshedeen 5. Any Urdu History of Islam
3. Tenth Volumes of Biharul Anwar 6. Elolu Sharait

(b) There are differences in Muharram and Ramadhan Majlises. It must also be noted that there
are difficulties in preparing Majlises. Therefore Molvies should be given a free hand in
choosing the subjects, In turn they ensure interest of the listeners in their Majlises.

(¢) While tackling problems involving Masails, Molvis should read out the RISALA of the Muj- -
tahid being followed rather than give their own interpretation or idea.

(d) _It was fully appreciated that time factor in Majlises was as important as the subject matter

1tsel.f. Shorter precise Majlises were generally preferred. It was also agreed that points in
Majlises illustrated with Hadith conveyed the meaning effectively. )

(e) Instead of dwelling upon _subject on Munaziraas and generous spiritual rewards for which
gen.erally YOl;lth were not interested, it was pointed out that Molvies should instead choose
topics affecting daily lives e.g. Characters — Social and Economics obligations etc., and

try to give guidance as prescribed by the religion.

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(f) As far as possible Molvies should give prior notice of the subjects of their Majlises. They
should avoid taking opinion of the few as granted. _

(g) Interesting morden URDU journals and newspapers should bt subscribed by the Council for
the Molvies use in their Jamats. '

The Seminar adjourned for evening prayers and resumed at 6.35 p.m.

(h) It was noted that in certain Jamats, some families were dominant and often try to influence
the Molvies in carrying out their religious activities, Molvies should endeavour to adopt an
independent stand in discharging their duties. !

(i) It was noted that at times Molvies fall victim to new office bearers of Jamat, Jamats are
morally obliged to see that Molvies are not unduly victimized. Similarly Jamat’s office bear.
ers should- realise that Molvies are often unaware of the local laws and they should not try
to misguide them in complying with the rules and regulation for the Country.

(i) When posting Molvies, the Council as far as possible should take into consideration the
general intellectual standard of the Jamat and post a suitably qualified Molvies accordingly.

On coming to the last items on the Agenda, Seyed Amirhussein Nayvi, on behalf of all the
Molvies present assured the Chairman that they wished to entrust the entire matter of Hadiya
to the Secretariat for reconsideration.

In the end the Chairman thanked all the Molvies for frankly expressing their views on the
problems facing the Community and assured them that due note had been taken and Board
was going to implement whatever practical suggestions they had given. The Chairman also thanked
and congratulated Dad es Salaam Jamat for playing host to this important and historical Seminar,
The Seminar ended at 9.15 p.m. after the introduction of those present.
